
Talk About the Bible Story
What is MOST important to know about? (Knowing 
God)

How did Jesus show that knowing God is most 
important? (When He was very young, He studied the 
Scriptures. He listened to Scripture teachers, asked 
questions, and answered questions.)

How did the teachers respond to Jesus? (They were 
amazed at how much Jesus knew!)

Jesus was young, just like you are. How can you be 
more like Jesus in this story? (Study the Bible, pay 
attention and participate at church, ask questions 
about the Bible, do your devotionals.)

Parent: Share a personal story about someone you 
know who has a lot of knowledge about God and the 
Bible. What are they like?
